1.The GT heater should be screwed into the radiator 
   connection using a teflon covered S 27 spanner
   to protect the chromium plated surfaces.

If the front face of the heater control box does not end up 
facing forward the additional sealing gasket can be used 
to correct this. The same applies when the T-piece is used.
Extra  gaskets are supplied with the heater. 

2. After installing the GT heater the radiator should be filled 
    completely with water, fully purged of air, and checked 
    for any leaks. At this point the GT heater may be hard 
    wired to the electrical system in compliance with UK 
    electrical regulations.
